Supporting Text: 
 

(Genesis 2:18) “It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him 
an help meet for him.” 

 
(Genesis 2:23) “This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh.” She 

shall be called woman because she was taken out of man.” 
 

(Matthew 19:6) Wherefore they are no more twain, but one flesh. What there-
fore God hath joined together, let not man put asunder. 
 

(Deuteronomy 24:1) When a man hath taken a wife, and married her, and it 
come to pass that she find no favour in his eyes, because he hath found some 
uncleanness in her: then let him write her a bill of divorcement, and give it in 
her hand, and send her out of his house. 
 

(Leviticus 20:10) And the man that committeth adultery with another man's 
wife, even he that committeth adultery with his neighbour's wife, the adul-
terer and the adulteress shall surely be put to death. 
 

(Malachi 2:10) Have we not all one father? hath not one God created us? why 
do we deal treacherously every man against his brother, by profaning the 
covenant of our fathers? 
 

(Malachi 2:11) for Judah hath profaned the holiness of the Lord which he 
loved, and hath married the daughter of a strange god. 
 

(Malachi 2:13) And this have ye done again, covering the altar of the Lord 
with tears, with weeping, and with crying out, insomuch that he regardeth 
not the offering any more, or receiveth it with good will at your hand. (14) 
Yet ye say, Wherefore? Because the Lord hath been witness between thee 
and the wife of thy youth, against whom thou hast dealt treacherously: yet is 
she thy companion, and the wife of thy covenant. 
 

(Mark 10:12) And if a woman shall put away her husband, and be married to 
another, she committeth adultery. 
 

(Matthew 19:12) For there are some eunuchs, which were so born from their 
mother's womb: and there are some eunuchs, which were made eunuchs of 
men: and there be eunuchs, which have made themselves eunuchs for the 
kingdom of heaven's sake.
